He compares the “Tribal
Technology” that the urban Indians want, to the “Internet Technology” that the
rural Indians want. He follows that with a personal introduction, and goes on
to presented a Tribal Vision through current online research, to obtain Tribal
Goals of;

1) Self-Governance, 2) Self-Sustainment, & 3) Sovereignty.

Evans presents and browses online through collaborating Tribes, such as the Pueblo
Nations, 18 New Mexico Tribes and the Tribal Digital Village, 19 California Tribes,
to experience Sovereign Tribal Network These design concepts come directly from
the collaborating Tribes being utilized. He shows how Tribal Vision happens through
